Intro

Metamorphosis is an independent, nonpartisan and nonprofit foundation based in Skopje,
Macedonia. Its mission is to contribute to the development of democracy and increase the quality of
life through innovative use and sharing of knowledge. The guiding values of Metamorphosis are
openness, equality and freedom.

Metamorphosis started working in 1999 as part of the e-publishing program of the Foundation Open
Society — Macedonia, and became an independent foundation in 2004. During the nine years of
independent activity it established a diverse portfolio of capacities and skills honed through
experiences gained from implementation of projects supported by various donors, including the
Open Society Institute, EU, OSCE, the American people through the USAID and US Embassy in
Skopje, Republic of France through the framework of cooperation between Macedonia and Lower
Normandy, NED, IRI, Kingdom of the Netherlands, Pontis Foundation, Microsoft...

During 2013, in a response to the identified needs of Macedonian society which is undergoing an
economic crisis and suffers a process of backsliding from democracy, Metamorphosis concentrated
most of its efforts in the areas of

e human rights in the digital sphere, above all freedom of expression and online privacy,

e social innovation, in particular access to knowledge through open educational resources,

e and good governance, with emphasis on transparency and accountability of state institutions at
national and local level

At regional level, during 2013, Metamorphosis worked on capacity building of civil society
organizations in Macedonia, Kosovo and Albania, helping them upgrade their use of new
technologies, and on accessing the situation with youth and media in 11 countries of South East
Europe.

Throughout the year, Metamorphosis team also took active part in numerous international activities
and advocacy actions, through participation in the civil society networks such as APC, EDRI, Global
Voices, Creative Commons, and took part in the founding of the ACTION SEE - Accountability,
Technology and Institutional Openness Network in South-East Europe.



2013 Projects

USAID Strenghtening Media in Macedonia Project - Media Fact-Checking
Service Component implemented by Metamorphosis

The Media Fact-Checking Service aims to empower Macedonian citizens to
hold the media accountable, and to aid journalists in the implementation
of their professional standards by providing online tools and resources for
public education and raising awareness. It increases citizen demand for
fact-based, objective and professional news and information through
public education about practical implementation of journalistic standards
and ethics, via analysis of typical examples of media production. During
2013 the Expert Pool produced 71 analyses, 456 journalistic peer reviews
and 35 educative articles called journalistic lessons.

Service’s website and its social media presences serve as the nexus of an
online community that shares knowledge about dealing with issues of
media accuracy through structured peer-reviews and analytical articles.
This multilingual (Macedonian, Albanian and partly English) platform for
public discussion serves as a basis for advocacy for media accountability,
cooperating with relevant watchdog CSOs and media willing to promote
their professional standards. Over 25 online media are included within the
Service’s system for decentralized distribution of content, republishing the
articles and enabling reach to much wider audiences. The project
conducts outreach through social media-based public awareness
campaign promoting fact-based, objective professional journalism, as the
pillar of an impartial and democratic society. At least 10.000 people who
have signed up as Facebook fans or Twitter followers have been directly
engaged during 2013, as well as tens of thousands more through a
network of independent media and CSOs that have been republishing the
articles.

Youth & Media

The project “Youth and Media” analyzed the position of youth and media
in 11 South-East European Countries and provided platform for
international and local networking towards solving of identified burning
issues. As the lead activity in this project, Metamorphosis Foundation and
Youth Educational Forum implemented a research aiming to explore the
relations between youth and media. The research investigated the
position of youth in media, the needs of youth from media, as well as their
integration in media. The research was conducted in Macedonia, as well
as in: Slovenia, Croatia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Kosovo, Albania, Serbia,
Greece, Turkey, Bulgaria and Greece.

This research is the first in the area implemented in 11 countries which
depicts the real state of youth and media. The tools used to gather data
for the research are: interviews, free access to information requests
and questionnaires. As a result of the implemented research, a more
detailed analysis will be published for each country separately, as well as a
comparative analysis with the aim to allow every country to compare and
advance the youth’s position in media, the perception of the general
public and a strengthened participation and frequency in media space
with youth problems and policies.

The activities included creation/localization of learning resources based on
content by Global Voices Online and Tactical Tech (security-in-a-box);
capacity building of civic activists and journalists for anonymous online
activism and whistle-blowing; monitoring and reporting on privacy,
security, FOI and freedom of expression based on global standards and
cooperation with leading international organizations defending human
rights and privacy.

A network of 10 NGOs was created, where the organizations will be part
of a mentoring process for improvement of their effectiveness and
internal communication. For each of the organizations was created a
Technological Plan in order to improve their work through usage of ICT.
